Mother of Priests and Queen of the Clergy, eradicate any complicity 
of silence surrounding abuse allegations so that the truth may be 
known and justly acted upon.


Mother of Priests and Queen of the Clergy, inflame with courage and 
zeal your bishop-sons to prayerfully listen to the Holy Spirit and take 
the necessary and decisive actions for reparation, reform, renewal, and 
healing.


Mother of Priests and Queen of the Clergy, your strength, fidelity, 
and willingness to suffer with your Son in his Passion helped the 
Apostles to return after they fled from him in that hour, now help your 
bishop-sons be willing to fight to eradicate evil from the ranks of the 
ordained, and bring about real reform in the Church.


Mother of Priests and Queen of the Clergy, whose presence in the 
early Church inspired all the Apostles, especially Peter, bring insight, 
clear wisdom, and the courage to the Holy Father to be the rock upon 
which Christ has built his Church.
